Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Roberts and Cllr Hart, along with the Clerk had met with ERYC Forward Planning to discuss ways forward with a Neighbourhood Plan.  The Neighbourhood Plan area of the boundary of Howden had been allocated by ERYC and the whole area could be considered.  The primary concern of the Town Council would be to push for a relief road to alleviate the heavy traffic volume and the number of HGVs in the Town.

Landowners adjacent to a prospective site for a relief road had been written to requesting meetings to fact find and discuss possible options.  A meeting with one landowner had already been held with positive outcomes.  There were three more landowners to meet with before any further progress could be made and the final decision to pursue a Neighbourhood Plan would be taken.

Once landowners were on board, it would be the time to engage with residents and business owners and document formal consultations.
