The Chair presented the road monitoring reports undertaken by ERYC. One of Shelford Avenue and one on Flatgate/Bridgegate/Station Road. 
Concern was expressed that ERYC do not envisage a rise in the number of vehicles passing through the Town once the housing developments in North Howden are built.  The Town Council will ask for these areas to be monitored again once the houses are occupied.

From a resident informing that the Royal Scottish Pipe Band Association is attempting to celebrate “The Battle’s O’er – 100 years commemoration” by asking member bands to provide a lone piper to play “The Battle’s O’er, Sleep in Peace”.  He requested that this be allowed to take place at War Memorial at 06:00 on 11th November 2018, 100 years from the same time when the battles of the 1st World War ended.  The Town Council agreed to support this and also publicise the event on its Facebook page, Website and an article in the Goole Times regarding the Remembrance Sunday ceremony.

From Sarah Carr at Bellway in response to the Town Council’s request that site HGVs be encouraged to enter the site via the A63 and Selby Road rather than come down Flatgate.  She responded that she would add suggested delivery routes to their dispatch/order notes but could not enforce this or prevent drivers using other adopted roads to reach the site.

From Jonathan Baron at A-one+ responding to suggestions for potential projects the company may undertake whilst working on the Ouse Bridge.  Two possible projects under consideration were for the Ashes and the Pre School.  He will keep the Town Council informed.
