Promoting Howden
There was to be an Events meeting on 7th March in the Town Council offices.  Cllr Martinson reported that there was to be a Tour de Yorkshire roadshow at the Shire Hall on 27th February at 5:30pm.  The route would be cycling through Hailgate this year rather than Flatgate, due to the roadworks.  Sally Blee was leading on land art.  Cllr Martinson leading on decorating the Town (along with Vintage Day bunting etc) and Vic Smith would take care of communications and marketing.  There would be the “Picnic in the Park” in the Ashes in mid-June and also a 5/10K Fun Run in August.  The Rotary club would be holding their annual cycling ride and also a Town and Country walk this year.

Safety
The Clerk reported no safety issues during the monthly inspections of the Marsh and the Minster Grounds.

Standards Committee Meeting
Cllr Burton had attended the last standards committee meeting at ERYC County Hall. The minutes from this would be available on the ERYC Website.  There were to be changes to the Code of Conduct and this would be rolled down from ERYC and the Town Council’s Standing Orders would reflect this accordingly.

PC Tony Corden introduced himself as the new beat manager for Howden and Goole and was welcomed by the Chair.
Min 1939
CCTV
The Council was asked to consider whether it would look into placing CCTV in areas of the Town.  Cllr Martinson asked that, as the Town Council was actively promoting the town and it was growing in size with the new developments, would it be beneficial to have CCTV in the Town.  The Ashes Trust was looking into have CCTV in the grounds as there was an ongoing problem with anti-social behaviour.  CCTV could be a deterrent even if it didn’t lead to prosecutions.  The concern was that if the CCTV was effective in the Ashes, it might “move” the problem on to other areas.  CCTV had moved on since the Council decided to scrap it in 2008, so it might be a good idea to consider it again now.
After much discussion, the Town Council decided not to proceed with this for the following reasons:-
· Reviewing the Crime stats sent by PCSO Smith monthly, there was no particular “hotspot” apart from the places which already had their own CCTV (e.g. Co-op, Applegreen, Longs Corner).

· There would be no particular place which would be highly beneficial and the likelihood would be that if it was situated in one area, residents would complain that it wasn’t in their area – i.e. where would it stop?

· Looking at the Crime stats, it was felt that Howden, all in all was a lovely place to live and a safe place to be and the positives for having CCTV would not mitigate expense to buy the system and the continued monitoring of it.
