The minutes of the above meeting were approved as a true record.

Minutes of Committee Meeting
1962.1
The minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting held on 3 April 2019 were received.  Cllr Hart reported that he had received correspondence from residents living next door to the old public toilets on Bridgegate, expressing concern that they hadn’t been directly consulted during the Planning process.  ERYC stopped sending planning notices to neighbours two years ago.  Now the notices are put up on lamp posts nearby and also in the local press.  Unfortunately, the Town Council has no say on this matter, although Cllr Roberts had raised the issue with Alan Menzies.

Cllr Roberts also reported that he has been in a meeting which included Alan Menzies and they had also discussed a relief road in Howden.  Mr Menzies said that ERYC had been looking at a relief road and were very supportive.  This would only happen if Howden had more housing. He was also very keen to “promote” Howden.

1964.1
Changing Places – The Town Council had been given permission by ERYC to go ahead with this at the location next to the public toilets on Charles Briggs Avenue.  The Clerk was instructed to request a CAD drawing of the current public toilets to enable to planning application to be created.  Once planning had been consented, the Town Council could move forward with funding options. It was hoped that local businesses, builders etc might help.

Sign at the Ashes – Cllr Roberts spoke with Mr Hartford and members of the Ashes Trust with regards to moving this forward.

Promoting Howden
1965.1
Cllr Martinson reported that two grants had been awarded to the Council for the Tour de Yorkshire event - £500 and £100. The Town Council had also allocated up to £200 for the event.  £150 had been allocated for the land art in the Ashes – Cllr Ward was working with Matthew Sutcliffe on the design of this.  £500 had been allocated to local schools and organisations for their land art, some for bunting etc.  The Clerk, Vic at the Shire Hall, June Eyles and Cllr Martinson had distributed letters to residents on the route and Cllr Martinson had given letters to the Traders in the Town.

The Clerk had asked the OHDB to clear out Derwent Drain on Treeton Road as this was on the TdY route.

Vintage Day – Howden Live were organising this event.  The Town Council were lending them some market stalls for the day and the Clerk was liaising with Mark Rodger re the road closure.

Safety
The Clerk reported no safety issues noted on her monthly inspections of the Marsh and the Minster grounds.
Min 1968
Precept
The procedure for working out the precept amount was queried – in that the Town Council does not ask for the precept to cover the full amount of costs. Should the Town Council always demand the precept to cover all costs every year?  It was discussed that, at the moment, the Council running costs are worked out and the required amount cannot be modified by a significant amount.  It is usually the grants that make the biggest difference and if they are excessively high and would take the precept up by a large percent, the grants are discussed and sometimes cut accordingly.  Also, on occasions there are budget underspends and these are moved around to cover following years costs, thus decreasing the amount of precept. The Town Council does everything possible to ensure that the precept doesn’t increase by a large percentage year on year.  This procedure can however be reviewed in the Resources and Asset Management Committee meetings.
Min 1969
Elections
The Clerk reported there would not be an election at Town Council level.  There were thirteen candidates and thirteen seats.  Cllrs Burton, Martinson and Parkin were standing down and three new candidates had submitted their nomination forms.
Cllr Roberts expressed heartfelt thanks on behalf of the Council to the Councillors standing down, thanking them for their time and efforts during their time in office.

Speed Awareness Group
The Town Council had been approached by Paul Hickman to support a small organisation which would be set up to monitor the speeds of vehicles around Howden.  They would work with Humberside Police, Howden Town Council and the ERYC to make Howden a safer place.  
The Town Council agreed to support this in principle but believed that pedestrian flow and pedestrian counts would also be useful statistics in terms of road safety.

The Town Council would also ask the organisation to consider its constitution to have more clarity.
