The minutes of the above meeting were approved as a true record.  
Min 19-27
Verbal Update from ERYC Highways

The Chair welcomed Amarjeot Padda from ERYC Highways and invited him to give the members of the Council an update on the roadworks through the town.  He reported that Phases 1 and 2 were almost complete.  Surfacing outside the Town Council offices would be completed during Phase 3 resurfacing works. There were problems with Phase 3 works with drainage problems near Hopyard Road – new pipes had to be put in.  The bays on Pinfold Street would be repainted at the proper width during Phase 3.
Works to empty the drains of tarmac would be an ongoing exercise.

It was noted that road noise had been vastly reduced due to the new road surfacing.

Cllr Roberts reported that he had attended a meeting with the Head of Cultural Services at ERYC and Alan Menzies.  They would be liaising further with the Promoting Howden Group to pool resources and work with the Traders and Community Groups to promote Howden.
A SWOT analysis had been undertaken at the last Events Meeting and further discussions on how to do things better when arranging, publicising and hosting events in the Town.

Cllr Roberts also said that Alan Menzies had mentioned putting a Welcome to Howden type sign on one of the roundabouts.  This was for further consideration.
